The Children in Need Pudsey Walk took place on Sunday 18th November 2007. The weather was terrible but the walk leader Geraldine Gilling attended and did the walk with a very special young lady called Chloe who raised money for this worthy cause.


Geraldine also arranged a sponsored walk in support of the Free Press campaign to assist Ben Parkinson. The walk was held on Sunday 16th Dec with several members of the Friends of Sandal Park group and friends (including the furry four legged type) taking part. There was a wide range of ages taking part with the youngest being seven (and a half), and the oldest over seventy. The walkers followed various fitness trails around the park raising £200 in sponsorship. In addition the patrons of the Sandal Park café contributed a further £25.





Terry Lisle (60) recently walked from Doncaster to Catterick Garrison to raise funds for Ben. With the support of many of Ben’s colleagues he hopes to have raised approximately £1500.





Terry and granddaughter Aliesha (7½) joined the event organiser Geraldine Gillings (52), to walk around the lake with Aliesha carrying the rucksack Terry had carried on his walk up the A1 to Catterick.

















Visitors to Sandall Park will be welcomed by the sight of the new picnic area which has just been installed with the help of a grant of £6,725 from The Veolia Environmental Trust, awarded under the Landfill Communities Fund. 





The new benches will form part of an ‘outdoor classroom’ when the nature trail interpretation boards are erected in January, and will be complemented by the trees and shrubs which were also purchased using the grant. A hedgerow of laurels will add the finishing touch to the area.





The funding from the Trust was supplemented by donations from Doncaster Municipal Borough Council and Tickhill Garden Centre and provided for extra shrubs and footpaths to be laid. A memorial bench was also donated by two members of Friends of Sandall Park (FOSP) to increase the seating.

The ‘outdoor classroom’ will be useful for parties of children, school groups and other visitors requiring an area for an outdoor project.





The footpaths now joining all the picnic benches provide easy access for wheelchairs and pushchairs and the benches have extensions at one end for the wheelchairs.





All the shrubs and particularly the trees are young and will take some time to mature. The trees are particularly vulnerable, especially to vandals and the Friends of Sandall Park hope that you the public will do your bit in helping to protect them. 





If you see anyone causing damage please report it. Better still; why not adopt one of the trees? By adopting one all you need do is keep an eye on it, take it some water if it looks to be wilting, or letting one of the group know that it needs attention. Will your school class adopt a tree?  You could have your name on a plaque – if we can find a way of attaching one that won’t get stolen!





The wildlife boards will be erected in January and there will be an official launch of the trail. Let’s hope the new boards will be left undamaged for everyone to enjoy.
